
WHAT IS SWEPT AWAY TV?
Swept Away TV is a dynamic 30-minute weekly television show developed by teens to help them gain real-life experiences in the media field.  Each task involved in the production of the show, from the writing and directing to the filming and editing is performed exclusively by teens.  Presented in a magazine format, Swept Away TV focuses mainly on all kinds of teen activities from sports to community service to entertainment.
Swept Away tv is WGA registered 922621 and copyrighted 2002.

Swept Away Tv is also a member of the PBS sponsored Listen Up Youth Media Network.
The show also includes footage of these musical acts at local venues, gaming segments, as well as music and movie reviews and cooking, fashion and travel segments.  Based in Boca Raton, FL, Swept Away TV is broadcast in 43 markets on commercial, community, educational and access television.  The show is also seen nationwide on Varsity TV, (myvtv.com) as an on-going series and on Comcast On-Demand VOD service nationwide.
HOW WAS SWEPT AWAY TV STARTED?

In 1999, BRET-TV gave sisters Jaime and Amanda Rich the opportunity to host a teen show on the channel after reading an article about their singing group, Swept Away, and the sisters’ musical ambitions.  Tasked not only with starring in the show, but also writing, producing and editing it themselves, the sisters quickly recruited other local teens to pitch in and volunteer their time.  Since then, the Rich sisters have moved on to serve as Executive Directors of Swept Away TV.  Now in its 5th season, Swept Away TV is hosted by a small group of teens and has a volunteer staff of over 70 teens from across Central and South Florida.   
WHAT HAS SWEPT AWAY TV ACCOMPLISHED?
Despite operating on a shoestring budget and relying solely on volunteers’ time to produce each weekly show, the teens of Swept Away TV have enjoyed amazing success.   In 2004 Swept Away TV won an AEGIS Award for excellence in its video production of the tv series. Also during season 4, the teens filmed a pilot for The N/Nickelodeon television network.  The pilot was created by Swept Away TV and Popular Arts Entertainment and the segments were produced by Jon Johnidis (VH1). 
Also in 2004, a series treatment for an expanded version of Swept Away TV, won   the Write Safe/Pilot contest, also an amazing accomplishment for unknown teen writers and honorable mention in the 2004 People’s Pilot contest.
In addition to having more than 141 shows under their belts, the teens of Swept Away TV have held high school  press conferences with some of the bigger name bands that appear on their show,  Andrew WK, Something Corporate,Yellowcard,Sum41, Authority Zero, Thrice, Alkaline Trio,Thursday,  and The Starting Line. These press conferences, which are open exclusively to high school reporters and other teen journalists, serve to further the mission of Swept Away Media Corp. by affording real-life media experience to area teens. 

HOW IS SWEPT AWAY TV FUNDED?

Recognized through its parent organization, Swept Away Media Corporation, as a 501(c)3 non-profit organization, Swept Away TV is funded primarily through private donations and grants.  Swept Away TV is also recognized as a tax-exempt organization in the state of Florida.
